TION SUBSTATION on the North 290 feet of Tract 18, Block 30, Palm

Beach Farms Company Plat No. 3 in Section 27, Township 44 South, Range

42 East as recorded in Plat Book 2, page 48. Said property located

on the west side of Jog Road approximately 1050 feet south of Lake

Worth Road (S.R. 802) in an AG-Agricultural District, was approved as

advertised subject to the following special conditions: /

Dedicate to the County Right-of-Way Department an additional

twenty (20) feet of right-of-way for Jog Road. Dedication

will have a reversionary clause;

3) Construct the access road, if the County Engineering Department

determines that it is needed;



4) Setbacks to be as follows:

a) sixty (60) feet from centerline of Jog Road, forty>
(40) feet to base building line (a totalof one hundred

(100) feet from the centerline) .

b) building may be located at Zero Lot Line, if forty

(40) feet frontage road is constructed,,and dedicated

to the County

cl one hundred (100) foot rear setback

Landscaping to be approved by the Palm Beach County Zoning

Department
