
RESOLUTION NO R- 85-948 

RESOLUTION APPROVING ZONING PETITION 83-104(A), Special Exception 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners, as the governing 

body, pursuant to the authority vested in Chapter 163 and Chapter 

125, Florida Statutes, is authorized and empowered to consider 

petitions relating to zoning; and 

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirements as provided for 

in Chapter 402.5 of the Palm Beach County Zoning Code Ordinance No. 

73-2 have been satisfied; and 

WHEREAS, Petition No. 83-104(A) was presented to the Board 

Of County Commissioners of Palm Beach County at its public hearing 

conducted on the 25th April 1985; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the 

evidence and testimony presented by the applicant and other interested 

parties and the recommendations of the various county review agencies 

and the recommendations of the Planning Commission; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following 

findings of fact: 

1. With minor amendments to the site plan, this 
proposal will be consistent with the requirements 
of the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY 

COMMISSIONERS OF PALPI BEACH COUNTY, FLORIDA, assembled in regular 

session this the 25th of April 1985, that Petition No. 83-104(A) the 

petition of FLORIDA REINVESTMENT CORPORATION By Kevin McGinley, Agent 

for a SPECIAL EXCEPTION TO ALLOW A TIRE STORE INCLUDING ACCESSORY 

AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR on Tract By Westchester Townhouses, in Section 24, 

Township 43 South, Range 42 East, as recorded in Plat Book 42, Pages 

187-188. Said property located on the Northeast corner of the 

intersection of Military Trail (S.R. 809) and Woodstock Drive, 

approximately .7 mile north of Okeechobee Road (S.R. 704) was 

approved as advertised subject to the following conditions: 

1. Prior to Site Plan certification the Site Plan shall be amended to 
reflect a five (5) foot landscape strip between the off-street 
parking and the right-of-way of Military Trail. 

2. The 5' landscape strip supporting the 6 '  high masonry wall shall 
be supplemented with canopy trees, 8-10 in overall height, planted 25 



f e e t  on c e n t e r  a l o n g  t h e  e n t i r e  e a s t  p r o p e r t y  l i n e .  L a n d s c a p e  
m a t e r i a l s  shall be mainta ined i n  good c o n d i t i o n  a t  a l l  t imes .  

3 .  Reasonable p recau t ions  sha l l  be exe rc i s ed  du r ing  s i t e  deve lopment  
t o  i n s u r e  t h a t  u n c o n f i n e d  p a r t i c u l a t e s  ( d u s t  p a r t i c l e s )  f r o m  t h i s  
p rope r ty  do not  become a nuisance t o  ne ighbor ing  p r o p e r t i e s .  

4. Reasonable measures sha l l  be em;)loyed d u r i n g  s i t e  development  t o  
i n s u r e  that  no p o l l u t a n t s  from t h i s  p rope r ty  s h a l l  e n t e r  a d j a c e n t  o r  
nearby s u r f a c e  wate rs .  

5. Any f u e l  o r  c h e m i c a l  s t o r a g e  t a n k s  s h a l l  b e  i n s t a l l e d  w i t h  
p r o t e c t i o n  a g a i n s t  l e a k a g e  o r  s p i l l a g e  due t o  c o r r o s i o n ,  b r e a k a g e ,  
s t r u c t u r a l  f a i l u r e  o r  o t h e r  means. The des ign  and i n s t a l l a t i o n  p l a n s  
w i l l  be s u b m i t t e d  t o  t h e  Health Depar tment  f o r  a p p r o v a l  p r i o r  t o  
i n s t a l l a t i o n .  

6 .  Any t o x i c  o r  h a z a r d o u s  w a s t e  g e n e r a t e d  a t  t h i s  s i t e  s h a l l  b e  
p rope r ly  handled and d i s p o s e d  o f  i n  a c c o r d a n c e  w i t h  C h a p t e r  17-30, 
F.A.C. 

7. The owner of t h e  f a c i l i t y  w i l l  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  an  o i l  r e c y c l i n g  
program which i n s u r e s  proper  r euse  o r  d i s p o s a l  of waste o i l .  

8. The development shal l  r e t a i n  o n s i t e  855 o f  t h e  s t o r m w a t e r  r u n o f f  
genera ted  by a t h r e e  (3 )  year-one hour s torm p e r  r e q u i r e m e n t s  of t h e  
Permit  S e c t i o n ,  Land Development D iv i s ion .  

9. The developer  s h a l l  c o n s t r u c t  a r ight  t u r n  l a n e  sou th  a p p r o a c h  on 
M i l i t a r g r  Tra i l  a t  t h e  p r o j e c t ' s  en t r ance  road ,  concur ren t  w i t h  o n s i t e  
paving and d ra inage  improvements  p u r s u a n t  t o  a p a v i n g  and d r a i n a g e  
permit  i s sued  f rom t h e  o f f i c e  of  t h e  County Engineer .  

10. The Developer shall  pay a F a i r  Share Fee i n  t h e  amount and manner 
r e q u i r e d  by t h e  " F a i r  S h a r e  C o n t r i b u t i o n  f o r  R o a d  I m p r o v e m e n t s  
Ordinance" as it p r e s e n t l y  e x i s t s  o r  as i t  may f rom t i m e  t o  t i m e  be 
amended. P r e s e n t l y  The F a i r  Share  Fee f o r  t h i s  p r o j e c t  is $3,400. 

1 1 .  The Developer shal l  be p e r m i t t e d  o n l y  one a c c e s s  o n t o  M i l i t a r y  
Trail .  

1 2 .  The Deve lope r  s h a l l  p r e s e r v e  e x i s t i n g  v e g e t a t i o n  w h e r e v e r  
p o s s i b l e  and s h a l l  i n c o r p o r a t e  s a i d  v e g e t a t i o n  i n t o  o v e r a l l  des ign .  

13. The p e t i t i o n e r  shall  p r e s e n t  a n o t a r i z e d  A f f i d a v i t  o f  D i s c l o s u r e  
a t  t h e  Zoning Author i ty  Meeting.
