Attorney's office, which shall provide, anong other
things, for: Formation of a single "master" property
owner's associ ation and automatic nmenbership in the
"master" association by any party holding title to
any portion of the propérty ‘included in the PUD

4, No off-premise signs shall be permtted on site. a

b. Par ki ng of vehicles shall take place in designated
parking areas only.

6. Use of the site shall be limted to one-hundred and
Lor&y three (143) lots for a Mbile Home Condom ni um
ark. .

1. SlmUtaneousIK, with submttal to Site Plan Review
Commttee, the petitioner shall submt a Unity of
Control Docunment for this parcel, including the l|and,
Petition No. 89-101, to the west. The Uni%% of
Control shall contain provisions of shared water
retention tracts and drai nage easenments between the
two parcels of land. The Unity of Control shall be
EUbJeCt to approval by the County Attorney and County

ngi neer.

8. Sewer service is available to the propert&.
Therefore, no sepiic tank shall be permtted on the

site.
9. Water service is available to the property.
Therefore, no well shall be permtted on the Site'to

provi de potable water.

10.  The Devel oper shall provide discharge control and
treatnment for the stormmater runoff "in accordance
with all applicable agency requirements in effect at
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the time of the permt application. However, at a
mninum this devel opnent shall retain onsite the
stormiat er runoff %enerated by a three (3) year-one
(1) hour stormwith a total rainfall of 3 inches as
required bY the Permt Section, Land Devel opnent
Di vi si on. n the event that the subject site abuts a
Department of Transportation _naintained roadway,

concurrent approval trom the Florida Departnent of
Transportation will also be required. The draj nage
system shal | be maintained in an acceptable condition
as approved by the County Engineer. In the event
t hat the dralnage s¥$ten1|s not adequately maintained
as determned by the County Engineer, this matter
will be referred to the Code Enforcenent Board for
enf or cenent.

11, Prior to February 1, 1990 or prior to the issuance of
the first Building Permt, whichever shall first
occur, the property owner shall convey to Pal m Beach
County Land Devel opnent Division by road right-of -way
warranty deed for N.W 22nd Avenue, 55 feet from
centerline free of all encunbrances and
encroachments. =~ Property owner shall provide Pal m
Beach Cbunt% with suffici’ent documentation acceptable
to the Right of Way Acquisition Section to ensure
that the proper%¥ Is free of all encunbrances and
encroachnents. _ Right-of-way conveyances shall also

13.  The Property owner shall convey to Pal m Beach Count
wi thin 90 days of the approval of this projec
adequate road drainage easenents through the
project's internal surface water managenent systemto
provide legal positive outfall for all runoff from
those segments of NNW 22nd Avenue al ong the property
frontage and for a maxi num 400 ft. distance each side
of the property boundary lines along NW 22nd
Avenue. Said eaSenments shall be no |ess than 20 feet
In wdth. The drai nage systemw thin the project
shal | have sufficient retention/detention capacity to
neet the storm water discharge and treatnent
requirements of the applicable County Water Control
District and South Florida Water Management for the
conbi ned runoff from the project and District the
ultimate Thoroughfare Plan Road Section(s the
included segnent.

14.  The proper&y owner shall pay a Fair Share Fee in the
anount and manner required by the vrair Share
Contribution for Road Inprovenents Ordinance" as it
presently exists or as it may fromtine to time be
amended.

15.  The Devel oper shall Elai this property plus the
property contained I n Zoning Petition 89-102 as one
plat in accordance with provisions of Pal m Beach

Cou%tg's Subdi vision Platting Odinance 73-4 as

amended.
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16. Fail ure to conplc}/ wi th any conditions of approval rray
result in the denial or revocation of bui | di
permt; the issuance of a stop work order; the deni a
of a Certificate of Cccupancy on any bui | di ng or
structure; or the denial or revocation of any permt
or approval for any devel oper-owner, commercial-
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property.
Appeal s fromsuch action maybe taken to the Pal m
Beach County Board of Adjustnent or as otherw se
provided in the Pal m Beach County Zoning Code.
