WHEREAS, the Zoning Director presented the abandonment of the
development order (Resolutions R-90-359, and R-92-942) to the Board
of County Commissioners for ratification on April 28, 1994; and

WHEREAS, Article 5, Section 5.3.D.9 (Action by Board of County
Commissioners) of the Palm Beach County Land Development Code
requires that the action of the Board of County Commissioners be
adopted by resolution.
