WHEREAS, the Board of County Conmissioners has considered the
evi dence and testinony presented by the petitioner and other
interested parties, and the recomendations of the various county
review agencies and the Zoning Conm ssion; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Conmi ssioners nade the follow ng
findings of fact:

1. Modifications to master plans which redesignate the use
of parcels of land require Board of County Conm ssion
approval .

2. This devel opment order anendnent, in part, was to

redesignate 1.5 acres of an approved recreation pod
(tennis acadeny) to nmulti-famly residential and to
increase the nunmber of wunits in the residential parcel
(Parcel F) by 32.

3. Any devel opnment order or anendnent to an approved
devel opnent order nust be based upon consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan, and conpliance with the intent and
standards of the Unified Land Devel opment Code (ULDC).

4, The standards applied to the original approval of planned
devel opment's are contained in Section 5.3 of the ULDC
which states that failure to neet any standard shall be
deened to be adverse to the public interest and the
amendnent may not be approved.

5. This devel opnent order anmendment, in part, is not
consistent wth the purpose and intent of the ULDC.

6. No changed conditions were denonstrated by the petitioner
that would require this anendnent.

1. Thi s devel opnent order anendnent, in part, is not
consistent with the provisions of the ULDC for use,
| ayout , function, and gener al devel oprent

characteristics.
8. Reduci ng the nunmber of tennis courts to create additional

residential wunits creates additional inpacts and is not
consistent with the approved plan of devel opnent.
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VWHEREAS, Article 5 of the Pal m Beach County Unified Land

Devel opnment Code requires that the action of the Board of County
Commi ssioners be adopted by resolution.

NOW  THEREFORE, BE | T RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COW SSI ONERS OF PALM BEACH COUNTY, FLORIDA, that Zoning Petition
DOA84~95(F), the petition of International Sports Associates, Inc.,
for a DEVELOPMENT ORDER AMENDMENT to anend the master plan for the
M ssion Bay Planned Unit Devel opnent to reconfigure Parcel F & the
adj acent recreation pod (redesignate pod |and uses) and add 32
units to Parcel F on a parcel of land legally described in EXHBIT
A, attached hereto and nade a part hereof, and generally |ocated on
a vicinity sketch as shown in EXHBIT B, attached hereto and nade
a part hereof, was denied on June 23, 1994.
