Staff Recommendati on

Staff recommends that the Board of County Conmi ssioners revoke
the Special, Exception which allows a Planned Conmerci al
Devel opment, and rezone the LJ{_)rop_erty_ from the CG Ceneral
Commercial District to the RTU-Residential Transitional Urban
District. This recomendation is based on the follow ng:

1, The . RTU Residenti al Transitional Uban District is
consistent with the Conprehensive Plan. _
2. The property owner has requested the rezoning.

Devel owrent Approval Being_ Reviewed:  Zoni ng Petition 86-7 was
a%roved by the adoption of Resolutions R-86-573-20 and R-86-
573-21 on April 22, 1986. The resolutions rezoned the propert
to the CG General Commercial District and approved a Specia
Exception to allow a Pl anned Commercial Devel opnent. The
zoning action is now being reviewed pursuant to Section 5.8 of
the Palm Beach County Land Developnment  Code Section,
"Conpliance with Tine Limitations," as devel opment has not
comenced.

Prowertv bescription:. The subject property is approxinmtely
17.1 acres in size and is on the southwest corner of the
Intersection of West Atlantic Avenue and Hagen Ranch Road.

Prowertv Omer(s): Keadow and Devel opment Corp.

Reauired Action: Section 5.8 of the Land Devel opnent Code
requires that the Board of County Conm ssioners take one or
nore of the following actions: grant a tine extension of up to
twelve nonths, rezone the property and/or revoke the Special
Exception, inpose entitlement density/intensity, add or nodify
conditions of approval, permt the property owner to file a
petition to add or modify conditions of approval.

Consistency Wth Land Use Pl an

The Land Use Plan category for the subject property is
Comrercial with an underlying designation of Medium Residential
5. \When the zoning for a parcel of land becones subject to
review pursuant to the requirements of Section 5.8 of the Land
Devel opment  Code, staff applies the commercial subcategory
criteria in determning the appropriate comrercial subcategory.
Inthis case, the appropriate category is CH Comercial High
Intensity. CG zoning is consistent with the CH Plan category.

Per f or rance St andar ds

The current approval, which wll generate apPeri mately 6,767
trips per day, can meet the Countyw de Traffic Performance
Standard by passing Aternate Test #1 on the follow n
overcapacity roads with no assured. construction o
i mprovements: SR 7 (Atlantic Avenue to Cint More Road), and
Military Trai | (Atlantic Avenue to Linten Boul evard) . The
project would also have to be phased to the six-lane w dening
of Atlantic Avenue (Jog Road to MIlitary Trail scheduled to be
let for construction by August 1994.

Resol utions 85-573-20 and 85-573-21 have previously received
Si X one-year time extensions.
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The BCC approved one extension after Myr. William R Boose, |11
agreed to committo two additional conditions. He submtted a
letter dated July 14, 1989 to the Zoning D vision agreei ng to
limt the square footage for any building permt (45,000 s.f.
general office or 6,500 s.f. restaurant) until the contract has
been let for road widening to a six-lane nedian divided section
for West Atlantic Avenue from Jog Road east as per Palm Beach
County's Five Year Road Construction Plan.

Condi tion Nua'mbe_r 9 of Resolution Nunber 86-573-21 required the
conveyance of right-of-way to the Lake Worth Drainage District.

This has been done.

Condition Nunber 14 required the payment of $18,000.00 to the
County's Roadway | nprovenent Program wi thin ninety days of
resolution adoption. This has been done. The condition also
I‘_eth!I red performance surety for the renaining $226,485.00
within ninety days of approval. This was done and the County
has drawn the noney.

The BCC has previously anmended and added several conditions of
approval primarily related to site design, use limtations, and

sl gns.

This status report was postponed from the June BCC neeting to
the August BCC neeting at the request of the contract
pur chaser.

Since that tinme, the property was purchased from the F.D.I.C
by Meadow and Devel opnent  Corporati on. David R seach,
President, has notified staff that he wi shes to develop the
property with residential units, and requests the revocation of
the special exception, and rezoning of the property to the RTU-
Residential Transitional Urban zoning district. = Planning and
Zoning staff have reviewed this request and reconmend approval.
