b. The revocation of the Conditional Use and any/or
zoni ng which was approved concurrently with the
Condi t1onal Use;

c. A requirement of the development to conform wth
updated standards of devel opnent, applicable at the
time of the finding of non-conpliance, or the
addition or nodification of conditions reasonably
related to the failure to conply with existing
condi ti ons;

d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or

e. Inposition of entitlenent density or intensity.

Appeal s of any departnental-admnistrative actions

hereunder nmay be taken to the Palm Beach County Board of
Adjustnment or as otherwise provided in the Unified Land
Devel opnent Code (ULDC), as amended. Appeal s of any
revocation of Conditional Use, Rezoning, or other actions
based on a Board of County Conmission decision, shall be
by petition for wit of certiorari to the Fifteenth
