TO PARTIALLY REVOKE THE SPECIAL EXCEPTION
FOR PROPERTY PREVIOUSLY GRANTED A SPECIAL EXCEPTION BY
RESOLUTION NO. R-84-350
APPROVING THE PETITION OF ROBERT C. MALT
PETITION NO. 83-153

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners, as the governing
body, pursuant to the authority vested iIn Chapter 163 and Chapter
125, Florida Statutes, 1Is authorized and empowered to consider
petitions relating to zoning; and

WHEREAS, systematic monitoring and review of approved zoning
actions help 1i1mplement the goals and objectives of the
Comprehensive Plan; and

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirements as provided for
in Section 5.8 of the Palm Beach County Land Development Code have
been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5.8, Status Report SR 83-153.2
was presented to the Board of County Commissioners of Palm Beach
County at a public hearing conducted on January 26, 1995; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has reviewed Status
Report SR 83-153.2 and considered testimony, and the
recommendations of the various county review agencies; and

WHEREAS, Section 5.8 of the Palm Beach County Land Development
Code authorizes the Board of County Commissioners to revoke Special
Exceptions; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following
findings of fact:

1. Resolution R-84-350 which approved a Special Exception to
allow a Planned Unit Development (Victoria Woods) was
approved on April 13, 1984;

2. The last plat for the Victoria Woods Planned Unit
Development was recorded on September 14, 1989;

3. Five years and four months have elapsed since the filing
of the last plat;

4, The Unified Land Development Code states that property
owners are responsible for compliance with time limits
for completion of specific activities, including the
recording of plats;

5. The property owner has receivedtime extensions totalling
three years to record a plat;

6. The last building permit for a single family home for the
Victoria Woods Planned Unit Development was issued on
October 10, 1990;

7. The developer has failed to maintain the pool facility in
a manner acceptable to the Palm Beach County Health
Department;

8. There are outstanding code violations for property within

the Planned Unit Development which 1s owned by the
developer;
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9. The property owner has failed to pay fines imposed by the
Palm Beach County Code Enforcement Board; and

10. The property owner has failed to pay fines imposed by the
Palm Beach County Environmental Control Board.

WHEREAS, Section 59.3 of the Land Development Code requires
that the action of the Board of County Commissioners be adopted by

resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF PALM BEACH COUNTY, FLORIDA, that the unplatted
portion of the Special Exception of Robert C Malt, Ilegally
described in Exhibit A, Petition No. 83-153, confirmed by the
adoption of Resolution R-84-350, which approved a Special Exception
to allow a Planned Unit Development, being located on the south
side of Summit Boulevard, approximately 0.5 of a mile east of Jog
Road, i1n the RS-Single Family Residential Zoning District, 1is

hereby revoked.
