WHEREAS, the Board of County Ccommissioners, as the governing
body of Palm Beach County, Florida, pursuant to the authority
vested In Chapter 163 and Chapter 125, Florida Statutes, IS
au(ij:horized and empowered to consider petitions relating to zoning;

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners, pursuant to
Article 5 (Development Review Procedures) of the Palm Beach County
Land Development Code (Ordinance 92-20) is authorized and empowered
to consider, approve, approve with conditions or deny Class A
Conditional Uses; and

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirements, as provided for
in Article 5 of the Palm Beach County Land Development Code have
been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Zoning Petition CA94-92 was presented to the Board of
County Cc?mmlssmners at a public hearing conducted on March 30,
1995; an

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the
evidence and testimony presented by the petitioner and other
interested parties, the recommendations of the various county
rezj/iew agencies, and the recommendations of the Zoning Commission;
an

WHEREAS, this approval is subject to Article 5, Section 5.8
(Compliance with Time Limitations) of the Palm Beach County Land
Development Code and other provisions requiring that development
commence in a timely manner; and

_ _WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following
findings of fact:

1. This Class A Conditional Use is consistent with the Palm
Beach County Comprehensive Plan.

2.  This Class A Conditional Use complies with relevant and
appropriate portions of Article 6, Supplementary Use
Standards of the Palm Beach County Land Development Code.

3. This Class A Conditional Use is consistent with the
requirements of the Palm Beach County Land Development
Code.

4.  This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
iIs compatible as defined in the Palm Beach county Land
Development Code and generally consistent with the uses
and character of the land surrounding and in the vicinity
of the land proposed®for development.

5. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
complies with standards imposed on i1t by all other
applicable provisions, of the Palm Beach County Land
Development Code for use, layout, function, and general
development characteristics.

6- This Class A Conditional Use meets applicable local land
development regulations.
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7.  This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
minimizes adverse effects, including visual impact and
intensity of the proposed use on adjacent lands.

8. This Class A Conditional Use has a concurrency
reservation and therefore complies with Art. 11, Adequate
Public Facility Standards.

9. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
minimizes environmental impacts, iIncluding but not
limited to water, air, stormwater management, wildlife,
vegetation, wetlands and the natural functioning of the
environment.

10. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
will result in logical, timely and orderly development
patterns.

CA94-92, the petition of Lutheran Church of the Holy Cross, by
KEVIN MCGINLEY, AGENT for CLASS A CONDITIONAL uses allowing a
CONGREGATE LIVING FACILITY (CLF) TYPE 3 (83 BEDS) AND DAY CARE
CENTER, GENERAL In the RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM (RM) Zoning District, on
a parcel of land legally described in EXHIBIT A, attached hereto
and made a part hereof, and generally located as shown on a
vicinity sketch as indicated in EXHIBIT B, attached hereto and made
a part hereof, was approved on March 30, 1995, subject to the
conditions of approval described In EXHIBIT C, attached hereto and
made a part hereof.
