WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the
evidence and testimony presented by the petitioner and other
interested parties, the recommendations of the various county
regiew agencies, and the recommendation of the Zoning Commission;

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following
findings of fact:

1. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) Iis
consistent with the Palm Beach County Comprehensive Plan;

2. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) 1is
consistent with the requirements of the Palm Beach County
Unified Land Development Code;

3. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) 1is
compatible with surrounding uses and zones, as defined iIn
the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, 1is
generally consistent with existing uses and zones
surrounding the subject land, and IS the appropriate
zoning district for the land;

4. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) does not
result iIn significantly adverse impacts on the natural
environment, including but not limited to water, air,
stormwater management, wildlife, vegetation, wetlands,
and the natural functioning of the environment;

5. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) will result
in a logical and orderly development pattern;

6. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) complies
with Article 11, (Adequate Public Facilities) of the Palm
Beach County Unified Land Development Code, Ordinance 92-
20; anad,

A.  LANDSCAPING ALONG WEST PROPERTY LINE (ADJACENT TO CONGRESS
AVENUE)

1. Landscaping and buffering along the west property line
shall be upgraded to include:

a) One (1) canopy tree planted every twenty (20) feet
on center.

b) One (1) palm tree or pine tree for each twenty (20)
linear feet of frontage, with a maximum spacing of
sixty (60) feet on center. A group of three or
more palm and/or pine trees may supersede the
requirement for a canopy tree iIn that location.

c) Thirty (30) inch high shrub or hedge material, or
decorative plant material, spaced no more than
twenty four (24) inches on center at installation,
to be maintained at a minimum height of thirty-six
(36) iInches. (CO: LANDSCAPE-Zoning)

B SIGNS
1. F(egstandin% oint of purchase signs on site shall be
limited as follows:
a. Maximum sign height, measured from finished grade
to highest point - ten (10) feet;
b. Maximum sign face area per side = 100 square fezt;
C. Maximum number of signs - one (1); and

d. Style - monument style only. (CO: BUILDING-Zoning)

1. Generation and disposal of any hazardous effluent iato
