1. All previous conditions of approval applicable to the 
subject property, as contained in Resolution R-78-282 
(Petition 78-31), have been consolidated as contained 
herein. The petitioner shall comply with all previous 
conditions of approval and deadlines previously 
established by Section 5.8 of the ULDC and the Board of 
County Commissioners, unless expressly modified. 
(ONGOING: MONITORING-Zoning) 

1. Application and engineering plans to construct a non- 
transient non-community water supply system in accorc.ance 
w i t h  Chapter 62-555 PAC and Palm Beach County ECR-I1 must 
be submitted to the Palm Beach County Public Health Unit 
prior to final site plan approval. (DRC: HEALTH) 

2. The location of the OSTDS and non-transient non-community 
well shall be shown on final site plan. (DRC: HEALTH) 

3. Architectural plans must be submitted to the 
Environmental Health Section, Palm Beach County Public 
Health Unit, in accordance with Chapter 10D-24FAC prior 
to issuance of a building permit.

1. The day care center shall be limited to a maximum of 40 
children. (ONGOING: DRC/ HEALTH) 

2. The place of worship shall be limited to a maximum o:!F 120 
seats. (ONGOING: DRC/ BLDG) 

3. The day care center shall operate during weekdays only. 
(ONGOING: CODE ENF) 

4. Landscape requirements shall be completed pri0.r to 
October 1, 1997. (DATE/LANDSCAPE: MONITORING - ZOn.ing) 

1. Failure to comply with any of the conditions of app:roval 
for the subject property at any time may result in: 

a. The issuance of a stop work order; the issuance of 
a cease and desist order; the denial or revocation 
of a building permit; the denial or revocation of a 
Certificate of Occupancy; the denial of any other 
permit, license or approval to any developer, 
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the 
revocation of any other permit, license or applroval 
from any developer, owner, lessee, or user of the 
subject property; and/or 

b. The revocation of the Official Map Amendment, 
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development Order 
Amendment, and/or any other zoning approval; and/or 

c. A requirement of the development to conform with 
the standards of the ULDC at the time o:E the 
finding of non-compliance, or the addition or 
modification of conditions reasonably related to 
the failure to comply with existing conditions; 
and/or 

d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or 
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e. Imposition of entitlement density or intensity. 

Appeals of any departmental administrative actions 
hereunder may be taken to the Palm Beach County Board of 
Adjustment or as otherwise provided in the Unified Iand 
Development Code (ULDC) , as amended. Appeals of any 
revocation of an Official Zoning Map Amendment, 
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development Order 
Amendment or other actions based on a Board of Coxnty 
Commission decision shall be by petition for writ of 
certiorari to the Fifteenth Judicial Circuit.
