2. This Development Order Amendment complies with the
relevant and appropriate portions of Article 6,
Supplementary Use Standards; of the Palm Beach County
Unified Land Development Code.

3. This Development Order Amendment is consistent with the
requirements of the Palm Beach County Unified Land
Development Code.

4. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, i1s compatible as defined iIn the Palm Beach
County Unified Land Development Code and generally
consistent with the uses and character of the land
surrounding and in the vicinity of the land proposed for
development.

5. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, complies with the standards imposed on i1t by
applicable provisions of the Palm Beach County Unified
Land Development Code for use, layout, function, and
general development characteristics.

6. This Development Order Amendment meets applicable local
land development regulations.

7. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, minimizes adverse effects, including visual
impact and intensity of the proposed use on adjacent
lands.

18. Palm Beach County shall acquire the additional right of
way, IFf required through an eminent domain procedure, for
95th Street South. Right of way obtained shall b: a
minimum of 100 feet in width to provide for a 90 foot
right-of-way and a 10 foot buffer strip. This
acquisition shall extend from the subject property to
Glades Road. The Developer shall prepare and provide to
the County all necessary construction plans for this
roadway.
