WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners, as the governing body of Palm
Beach County, Florida, pursuant to the authority vested in Chapter 163 and Chapter 125,
Florida Statutes, and the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, is
authorized and empowered to consider petitions relating to zoning; and

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirements, as providedfor in Article 5 of the
Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Zoning Petition DOA87-103(E) was presentedto the Board of County
Commissioners at a public hearing conducted on March 27, 1997; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has consideredthe evidence and
testimony presented by the petitioner and other interested parties, and the
recommendationsof the various county review agencies; and

WHEREAS, this approval is subject to Article 5, Section 5.8 (Compliance with Time
Limitations), of the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code and other
provisions requiring that development commence in a timely manner; and

WHEREAS, tte Board of County Commissioners made the followingfindings of fact:

1. This Development Order Amendment is consistent with the Palm Beach
County Comprehensive Plan.

2. This Development Order Amendment complies with the relevant and
appropriate portions of Article 6, Supplementary Use Standards; of the Palm
Beach County Unified Land Development Code.

3. This Development Order Amendment is consistent with the requirements of
the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code.

4. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, is
compatible as defined in the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development
Code and generally consistent with the uses and character of the land
surrounding and in the vicinity of the land proposedfor development.

5. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, complies
with the standards imposed on it by applicable provisions of the Palm Beach
County Unified Land Development Code for use, layout, function, and
general development characteristics.

6. This Development Order Amendment meets applicable local land
development regulations.

7. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, minimizes
adverse effects, including visual impact and intensity of the proposed use on
adjacent lands.
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8. This Development Order Amendment has a concurrency determination and
complies with Article 11 (Adequate Public Facility Standards) of the Palm
Beach County Unified Land Development Code.

9. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, minimizes
environmental impacts, including but not limited to water, air, stormwater
management, wildlife, vegetation, wetlands and the natural functioning of the
environment.

10.  This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, will result
in logical, timely and orderly development patterns.

storage for rental vehicles), H.I (additional signage) and H.2 (billboard removal); revise
site plan and add square footage (+586) on a parcel of land legally described in EXHIBIT
A, attached hereto and made a part hereof, and generally located as shown on a vicinity
sketch attached as EXHIBIT B, attached hereto and made a part hereof, was approved on
March 27,1997, subject to the conditions of approval described in EXHIBIT C, attached
hereto and made a part hereof.

Streetscape Standards. All landscape material, installation, and
maintenancerequirementsshall be subject to the standards set
forth by the Streetscape Standards. If all xeriscape mateiial is
utilized, the watering of the plant material during the initial heal-
in period shall be the responsibility of the property otvner.
Alternative species other than those listed in the Caunty
standards may be allowed subject to approval by the County
Engineer.

No additional time extensions ishall
be granted. (DATE: MONITORING - Zoning)

3. No wall signage shall be allowed on the north and south sides of Building 1
(Auto Service). Wall signage shall not be allowed on the sides of Builclings
2 and 3 (Self service storage). (ONGOING: CODE ENF/ZONING)

J. COMPLIANCE

1. Failure to comply with any of these conditions of approval at any lime
may result in:

a. The denial or revocation of a building permit; the issuance of a
stop work order; cease and desist order; the denial of a
Certificate of Occupancy on any building or structure; or the
denial or revocation of any permit or approval for any developer;
owner, commercial-owner, lessee, or user of the subject
property; and/or

b. The revocation of the Conditional Use and any/or zoning which
was approved concurrently with the Conditional Useg;

c. A requirement of the development to conform with updated
standards of development, applicable at the time of the finding
of non-compliance, or the addition or modification of conditinns
reasonably related to the failure to comply with exisling
conditions;

d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or
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e Imposition of entitlement density or intensity.

Appeals of any departmental-administrative actions hereunder may be
taken to the Palm Beach County Board of Adjustment or as otherwise
providedinthe Unified Land Development Code (ULDC), as amended.
Appeals of any revocation of Conditional Use, Rezoning, or other
actions based on a Board of County Commission decision, shall >e by
petition for writ of certiorari to the Fifteenth Judicial Circuit.
