2 (Development Review Procedures) of the Palm Beach County Unified Land 
Development Code (Ordinance 2003-067 as amended), have been satisfied; and 

WHEREAS, Zoning Application DOAJR-2009-03286 was presented to the Board 
of County Commissioners at a public hearing conducted on December 6, 2009; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the evidence 
and testimony presented by the applicant and other interested parties, the 
recommendations of the various county review agencies, and the recommendation of

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL 

1.The approved Preliminary Site Plan is dated September 14, 2009. Modifications 
to the development order inconsistent with the conditions of approval , or changes to the 
uses or site design beyond the authority of the ORO as established In the ULDC, must 
be approved by the Board of County Commissioners or the Zoning Commission. 
(ONGOING: ZONING· Zoning) 

USE LIMITATIONS 
1.The Pawnshop use is limited to 3,200 square feet and Is further limited pursuant to 

the applicant's Justification Statement as follows: 
a. No exterior slgnage containing the word, "pawn" Is permitted; 
b. Shall be co-located with the jewelry retail use only (cannot be operated as a 
standalone pawnshop; and, 
c. Items subject to pawn brokerage are limited to jewelry and Jewels including 
diamonds, watches, stening silver objects and other similar Items of value. (ONGOING: 
CODE ENF. - Zoning) 

COMPLIANCE 
1.1n granting this approval, the Board of County Commissioners relied upon the oral 

and written representations of the property owner/applicant both on the record and as 
part of the application process. Deviations from or violation of these representations 
shall cause the approval to be presented to the Board of County Commissioners for 
review under the compliance condition of this approval. (ONGOING: MONITORING­
Zoning) 

2.Failure to comply with any of the conditions of approval for the subject property at 
any time may result in: 
a. The issuance of a stop work order; the issuance of a cease and desist order; the 
denial or revocation of a building pennit; the denial or revocation of a Certificate of 
Occupancy (CO); the denial of any other pennit, license or approval to any developer, 
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the revocatlon of any other pennit, 
license or approval from any developer, owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; 
revocation of any concurrency; andlor 
b. The revocation of the Official Map Amendment, Conditional Use, Requested Use, 
Development Order Amendment, andlor any other zoning approval; and/or 
c. A requirement of the development to conform with the standards of the Unified 
Land Development Code (ULDC) at the time of the finding of non-compliance, or the 
addition or modification of conditions reasonably related to the failure to comply with 
existing conditions; andlor 
d. Referral to code enforcement; andlor 
e. ImpoSition of entitlement density or intensity. 

Staff may be directed by the Executive Director of PZ&B or the Code Enforcement 
Special Master to schedule a Status Report before the body which approved the Official 
Zoning Map Amendment. Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development Order 
Amendment, andlor other zoning approval, in accordance with the provisions of Section 
2.E of the ULOC, in response to any flagrant violation andlor continued violation of any 
condition of approvaL (ONGOING: MONITORING - Zoning) 
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
