V. OLD BUSINESS 
 
V.a. Incentive review and Recommendations 
 
Carlos Serrano, Director of Strategic Planning and Operations, said that:

 After the CAH adopts the document, the County had 90 days to bring a LHAB 
amendment to the BCC with any of the incentive recommendations.
