
Sources of Financial Help 
After a Disaster 

• File a claim if you have 
insurance (flood, homeowner's, 
renter's, auto, etc.). 

Disaster Loan from 
the Small Business 
Administration 

• Completing the application may make 
you eligible for other types of grants 
from FEMA. 

• You don't have to accept a loan 
if offered one. 

• You don't need to wait for an 
insurance settlement to apply. 

PRIMARY RESIDENCE 
• Repairs to damaged housing. 

• Up to $200,000. 

PERSONAL PROPERTY 
• Clothing, furniture, appliances, 

vehicles. 

• Up to $40,000. 

• You may be referred if you've been 
through the FEMA application process 
and still have unmet needs. 

Voluntary Agencies 

• Emergency food , shelter, 
clothing and medical needs, 
immediately after a disaster.

• You don't need to wait for an 
insurance settlement. 

• For losses not ful ly covered by insurance. 

HOUSING-RELATED EXPENSES 
• Temporary rental costs. 
• Repairs to your home to make it 

safe to live in. 
• Costs toward a replacement home 

if your home was destroyed. 

MEDICAL, DENTAL, CHILD CARE 
OR FUNERAL EXPENSES 

• If you don't qualify for a loan, you 
might be eligible for other grants. 

OTHER NEEDS 
• Personal property. 
• Moving and storage. 
• Transportation.
