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 The Birth of Mother’s Day 

The origin of Mother’s Day as we know 
it took place in the early 1900s. A 
woman named Anna Jarvis started a 
campaign for an official holiday      
honoring mothers in 1905, the year her 
own mother died. The first larger-scale 
celebration of the holiday was in 1908, 
when Jarvis held a public  memorial for 
her mother in her hometown of Grafton, 
West Virginia. 

Over the next few years, Jarvis pushed 
to have the holiday officially recognized. 

Mother’s Day was celebrated increasingly in more and more states 
around the U.S. Finally, in 1914, President Woodrow Wilson 
signed a proclamation making Mother’s Day an official holiday, to 
take place the second Sunday of May. 

Mother's Day is a celebration of all mothers and of the         
everlasting bond that all mothers share with the children. A 
mothers selfless love is the epitome of all feelings that one human 
being can feel for the other.

El origen del Día de la Madre, tal como lo conocemos, 
tuvo lugar a principios del siglo XX. Una mujer llamada 

Anna Jarvis inició una campaña para un feriado oficial en 
honor a las madres en 1905, el año en que murió su pro-
pia madre. La primera celebración a gran escala de la fes-
tividad fue en 1908, cuando Jarvis realizó un homenaje 
público a su madre en su ciudad natal de Grafton, West 

Virginia . Durante los años siguientes, Jarvis presionó pa-
ra que la festividad fuera reconocida oficialmente. El Día 
de la Madre se celebraba cada vez más en más y más es-
tados de los EE. UU. Finalmente, en 1914, el presidente 

Woodrow Wilson firmó una proclamación que convertía 
el Día de la Madre en un feriado oficial, que se celebraría 
el segundo domingo de mayo. El Día de la Madre es una 

celebración de todas las madres y del vínculo eterno que todas las madres com-
parten con los niños. El amor desinteresado de una madre es el epítome de todos-

los sentimientos que un ser humano puede sentir por el otro. 

Cada mes de mayo, la Administración para la Vida Comu-
nitaria (ACL) encabeza la observancia nacional del Mes de 
los Estadounidenses Mayores (OAM). En 2022, ACL se cen-
trará en el envejecimiento en el lugar: cómo los adultos 
mayores pueden planear permanecer en sus hogares y vi-
vir de forma independiente en sus comunidades durante el 
mayor tiempo posible.
