MDC - We have reviewed the HVAC Study from Gartek Engineering for the East Tower outlining the 

deficiencies of the system and recommendations to upgrade the system. We asked the CM to provide an 

order of magnitude to the cost of two options.  PBSO is determining which option will have the least 

impact on their operation.  Currently, Hedrick Brothers are working on the 12th & 13th floors of the South 

Tower installing cable, wiring, and soffi steel for the low voltage systems. Additionally, they are working 

on the first floor running cable and wire above ceiling in locations that are still in operation for low 

voltage systems.
