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Note:
Locations and configurations of proposed land uses, roads, open space, water management areas, water
resources / agriculture, impoundment expansion, recreation (both public and private), civic/institutional (public
and private), rural parkway(s), and buffers are illustrated for conceptual purposes and are not to scale, but are
required to remain in the general locations shown on the conceptual plan.  Final delineation shall be determined
during the site plan approval(s).  Modifications to the Conceptual Plan shall be permitted provided the
modification is consistent with the representations regarding the approval and the conditions of land use
approval.  The Planning Director and Zoning Director shall make the determination as to whether or not the
proposed modification is required to be approved by the Board of County Commissioners through the zoning
Development Order/Development Order Amendment process or the Final Master Plan approval process.
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
