adjacent to any residential district and shall have no direct access to
Florida Avenue The eastern portian of the site 1s planned for Low to
Medium Residential (3-5 Dwelling Units per acre) in the County's
Camprehensive Land Use Plan, and

Waiver Determination

The Planning Division has determined that the proposed SC (Specialized
Commercial) is in part, consistent with the County's Comprehensive Plan.
The Commercial Potential Designation for only the 150' strip along U S 1
was a direct result of opposition by the residents of the area to any
expansion of commercial into their residential neighborhood.

Traffic impacts from the expanded conmercial development will not have
a signficant impact on County Systems and will not trigger the County's
Traffic Performance Standards

Recommendation

It 18 the Planning Division's determination that the waiver of County
Zoning may be granted to the City of Delray Beach based on the findings
that a major portion of the site has commercial potential and the impact
from the development will not have a significant impact on County Systems
