in Article 5 of the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code
have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Zoning Petition cA95-7% was presented to the Board of
County Cgmmussuoners at a public hearing conducted on January 25,
1996; an

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the
evidence and testimony presented by the petitioner and other
interested parties, the recommendations of the various county
re:j/iew agencies, and the recommendations of the Zoning Commission;
an

WHEREAS, this approval is subject to Article 5, Section 5.8
(Compliancewith Time Limitations) of the Palm Beach County Unified
Land Development Code (ULDC) and other provisions requiring that
development commence in a timely manner; and

_ _WHEREAS_ the Board of County Commissioners made the following
findings of fact:

1.  This Class A Conditional Use is consistent with the Palm
Beach County Comprehensive Plan.

2. This Class A Conditional Use complies with relevant and
appropriate Fortions of Article 6, Supplementary Use
Standards of the Palm Beach County Unified Land
Development Code.

3. This_Class A Conditional Use is consistent with the
requirements of the Palm Beach County Unified Land
Development Code.

4. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
Is compatible as defined in the Palm Beach County Unified
Land Development Code and generally consistent with the
uses and character of the land surrounding and In the
vicinity of the land proposed for development.

5. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
complies with standards imposed on i1t by all other
applicable provisions of the palm Beach County Unified
Land Development Code for use, layout, function, and
general development characteristics.
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6. This Class A Conditional Use meets applicable local land
development regulations.

7. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
minimizes adverse effects, including visual impact and
intensity of the proposed use on adjacent lands.

a. This Class A Conditional Use has a concurrency
reservation and therefore complies with Art. 11, Adequate
Public Facility Standards of the ULDC.

9. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
minimizes environmental impacts, including but not
limited to water, air, stormwater management, wildlife,
vegetation, wetlands and the natural functioning of the
environment.

10. This Class A Conditional Use, with conditions as adopted,
will result In logical, timely and orderly development
patterns.

allow a church or place of worship In the Residential Transitional
Suburban (RTS) Zoning District, on a parcel of land legally
described in EXHIBIT A, attached hereto and made a part hereof, and
generally located as shown on a vicinity sketch as indicated in
EXHIBIT B, attached hereto and made a part hereof, was approved on
January 25, 1996, subject to the conditions of approval described
in EXHIBIT C, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL
A.  LANDSCAPING
1. All trees required to be planted on site by this approval

shall meet the following minimum standards at
installation:

a.  Tree height: fourteen (14) feet.

b. Trunk diameter: 3.5 iInches measured 4.5 Eeet
) above grade. )

C. Canopy diameter: seven (7) feet. Diameter shall

be determined by the average canopy radius «t 3
oints measured from the trunk to the outernost
ranch tip. Each radius shall measure at least 3.5

feet in length. (CO: LANDSCAPE-Zoning)

2. A minimum TFfifteen (15) foot wide right-of-way buffer
shall be installed along Roebuck Road in the affected
area as i1dentified on the certified site plan. The buffer
shall include with one (1) canopy tree every twenty (20)
feet on center. (CO: BUILDING = Zoning)

B. LIGHTING

1. All outdoor lighting used to illuminate the sukject
property and identification signs shall be of low
intensity, shielded and directed down and away from
adjacent properties and streets. (BUILDING/CODE
ENFORCEMENT-Zoning)

2. All outdoor lighting fixtures shall not exceed tuwenty
five (25) feet In height, measured from finished grace to
highest point. (BUILDING-Zoning)

3. All outdoor lighting shall be extinguished no later than

10:00 p-m., except on holidays. This restriction
excludes security lighting only. (CODE ENFORCEMENT)
c.  SIGNS
1. Freestanding signs fronting Roebuck Road shall be linited
as follows:

a. Maximum sign height, measured from Ffinished ¢rade
to highest point = five (5) feet;

b. Maximum sign face area per side - 20 square feat;
Maximum number of signs - one (1); and

d. Style - monument style only. (BLDG PERMIT:
BUILDING - Zoning)

2. Freestapdiqg signs fronting Central Boulevard shall not
be permitted. (BLDG PERMIT: BUILDING - Zoning)

D. HEALTH

1. A Phase I and Phase 1I_environmental audit sha.l be
required prior to final site plan approval. (DRC:HEALTH)
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E.  ENGINEERING

1. The Developer shall provide discharge control and
treatment for the stormwater runoff iIn accordance with
all applicable agency requirements in effect at the time
of the germit application. In the event that the subject
site abuts a Department of Transportation maintained
roadway, concurrent approval from the Florida Department
of Transportation will also be required. The drainage
system shall be maintained in an acceptable condition as
approved by the County Engineer. In the event that the
drainage system 1is not adequately maintained as
determined by the County Engineer, this matter will, be
referred to the Code Enforcement Board  for
enforcement, (BLDG PERMIT: ENGINEERING)

2. Prior to the issuance of the first Building Permit, the
property owner shall convey to Palm Beach County land
Development Division by road right-of-way warranty ceed
for Central Boulevard, 40 feet from centerline along the
project®s entire frontage, 30 feet from center line for
Roebuck Road, free of all encumbrances and encroachments,
Property owner shall provide Palm Beach County with
sufficient documentation acceptable to the Right of Way
Acquisition Section to ensure that the prope iIs free
of all encumbrances and encroachments. Right-of-way
conveyances shall also include ™"Corner cClips" where
appropriate at intersections as determined by the County
Engineer. (BLDG PERMIT: MONITORING - Engineering)

1. The petitioner shall apply for and receive a deletion
from the Environmentally Sensitive Lands Inventory prior
to DRC site plan certification. (DRC:ERM)

G.  COMPLIANCE

1. Failure to comply with any of the conditions of approval
for the subject property at any time may result In:

a. The issuance of a stop work order; the issuancs of
a cease and desist order; the denial or revocation
of a building permit; the denial or revocation of a
Certificate of Occupancy; the denial of any other
permit, license or approval to any developer,
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the
revocation of any other permit, license or approval
from any developer, owner, lessee, or user of the
subject property; and/or

b. The revocation of the Official M Amendment,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development Oirder
Amendment, and/or any other zoning approval; and/or

C. A requirement of the development to conform with
the standards of the ULDC at the time of the
finding of non-compliance, or the addition or
modification of conditions reasonably rslated to
th(da/failure to comply with existing conditions;
and/or

d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or

e. Imposition of entitlement density or intensity.
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Appeals of any departmental administrative actions
hereunder may be taken to the Palm Beach County
Board of Adjustment or as otherwise provided iIn the
Unified Land Development Code (ULDC), as amended.
Appeals of any revocation of an Official Zoning tap
Amendment, Conditional Use, Requested Use,
Development Order Amendment or other_ actions based
on a Board of County Commission decision shall be
