2. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) 1S
consistent with the requirements of the Palm Beach County
Unified Land Development Code;

3. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) 1S
compatible with surrounding uses and zones, as defined iIn
the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, is
generally consistent with existing uses and zones
surrounding the subject land, and Is the appropriate
zoning district for the land;

4, This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) does not
result in significantly adverse impacts on the natural
environment, including but not limited to water, air,
stormwater management, wildlife, vegetation, wetlands,
and the natural functioning of the environment;

5. This official zoning ma? amendment (rezoning) will result
in a logical and orderly development pattern;

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL
A. ALL PETITIONS

1. Development of the affected area is limited to the
requested use and site design approved by the Boari of
County Commissioners (site plan dated November 15, 1995).
The site plan may be modified by the Development Review
Committee to meet conditions of approval and/or 1n
accordance with the provisions of the ULDC, (DRC:  ZONING)

B.  BUILDING AND SITE DESIGN

1. No openings, except required emergency exits, shall be
permitted on the facade of buildings directly facing the
south property line. This condition shall not apply If
the petitioner obtains_a variance from the Boarc. of
Adjustgent or the ULDC is amended. (BLDG PERMIT: BL)XG -
Zoning

2. All new roof mounted mechanical and electrical equipnent
shall be screened from view so as not to be visible Erom
any property line. (CO: BLDG - Zoning)

3. Overnight storage or parking shall be limited to
designated Rrv/Boat Storage area and loading zone.
(ONGOING: CODE ENF)

4. Prior to Tfinal Development Review Committee (DRC)
certification, the petitioner shall abandon or ob:ain
removal agreements for proposed improvements within the
existing utility easements along the west and south
property lines. (DRC: ZONING)

C. USE LIMITATIONS

1. No outside storﬁge of disassembled vehicles or parts
shall be permitted on site. (ONGOING: CODE ENF)

2. There shall be no vehicle maintenance, washing or repiirs
permitted on site. (ONGOING: CODE ENF)

3. No advertisin? flags, foreign flags, pennants, banncrs,
streamers, balloons, objects, gimmicks or similar signs
designed to attract the attention of the general public
shall be permitted outdoors on any building, venicle Or
wall except as provided by a Special Permit. (ONGOING:
CODE ENF)

4. Hours of operation shall be from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. daily.
(ONGOING: CODE ENF)

5. Hours of operation for outside storage shall be from 6
a.m. to 12 a.m. daily. (ONGOING: CODE ENF)

D. SIGNAGE

1. The existing point of purchase/freestanding sign locnted
on the north side of the main entrance from Congress
Avenue shall be limited as follows:

a. Maximum sign height, measured from finished grade
to highest point - thirty (30) feet;

b. Maximum sign face area - 160 square feet;

d. Style - monument style only. (CO: BLDG)
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2.  The point of purchase/freestanding sign located to the
east of the self service storage facility shal. be
limited as follows:

d. Style - monument style only. (CO: BLDG)

E. ENGINEERING
1. LANDSCAPE WITHIN MEDIAN

A. Prior to 1issuance of a building permit, the
property owner shall apply to the Palm Beach County
Engineerin% and Public Works Department t¢r a
permit to landscape all adjacent median(s) of all
abutting rights-of-way. When permitted by Palm
Beach County Department of Engineering and Public
Works, landscaping shall, at a minimum, consist of
the "Low Cost Planting concept” outlined iIn the
Palm Beach County Engineering and Public Works
Department March 1994 Streetscape Standards. All
landscape material, installation, and maintenance
requirements shall be subject to the standards set
forth by the Streetscape Standards. If all
xeriscape material is utilized, the watering of the
plant material during the initial heal-in period
shall be the responsibility of the property owner.
Alternative species other than those listed In the
County standards may be allowed subject to approaval
by the County Engineer. (BLDG. PERMIT: MONITORING -

£ng)

B. All required median landscaping, including an
irrigation system if required shall be installel at
the property owners expense. All landscape
material shall also be the perpetual maintenancea
obligation of the petitioner and Its successors,
heirs or assignees or duly established proparty
Oowner's Association and/or Homeowners's
Association. Perpetual maintenance includes, but Is
not limited to, pruning, fertilizing, irrigation,
and alternate watering of Xeriscape material during
periods of drought In order to maintain healthy
plant material. All landscape material shal.. be
installed on or before the 1issuance of a
Certificate of Occupancy. (CO: MONITORINCG =
Landscape)

C. Declaration of Covenants and Restriction Docum:nts
shall be established or amended as required, prior
to 1issuance of a certificate of occupancy to
reflect this obligation. (CO: MONITORING - Enjy)

F. LANDSCAPING - STANDARD

1.  All trees required to be planted on site by this approsval
shall be native evergreen species and meet the folloving
minimum standards at time of installation:

a. Tree height: fourteen (14) feet.

b. Trunk diameter: 3.5 i1Inches measured 4.5 ‘eet
above grade.

C. Canopy diameter: seven (7) feet. Diameter s1all
be determined by the average canopy radius :t 3-
oints measured from the trunk to the outernost
ranch tip. Each radius shall measure at least 3.5

1. A minimum twen (20) foot wide curbed landscape buffer
shall be installed along both sides of the shopring
center's main entrance from Congress Avenue. The buffer
shall include:

a. continuous three (3) foot high berm with the height
of berm measured from the top of curb;

b. one (1) tree for each twenty (20) Ulinear feet,
spaced a maximum of thirty (30) feet on center. A
group of three or more palms may supersede the
requirement for a native canopy tree iIn that
location;

C. one (1) palm for each thirty (30) linear feet,
spaced a maximum of Fifty (50) feet on center;

H. 3 _AVENUE (NORTH OF THE MAIN ENTRANCE)

1. A minimum Fifteen (15) foot wide landscape buffer shall
be installed along the east property line north of the
main entrance. The buffer shall include:

a. one (1) tree for each twenty (20) linear Taet
spaced a maximum of thirty (30) feet on center; and

b. thirty (30) inch high shrub/hedge material spazed
no more than twenty four (24) inches on center at
installation, to be maintained at a minimum height
of thirty-six (36) inches. (CO: LANDSCAPE - Zoning)

I. LANDSCAPING ALONG CONGRESS AVENUE (SOUTH OF THE MAIN ENTRANCE)

1. A minimum twenty (20) foot wide landscape buffer shall be
installed along the east property line south of the main
entrance. The buffer shall include:

a. A six (6) foot high oPa ue concrete wall. ‘The
exterior side of the wall shall be given a finisied
architectural treatment, (C0: LANDSCAPE - Zoning)

2. The following landscaping requirements shall be installed
on the exterior side of the required wall:

a. one (1) tree for each twenty (20) linear t:et
spaced a maximum of thirty (30) feet on center;

b. one (1) palm for each thirty (30) linear fea:t,
spaced a maximum of Ffifty (50) feet on center. A

1. The width of the main entrance shall be reduced to tnirty
five (35) feet. (DRC: ZONING)

Prior to site plan certification by the Development
Review Committee (DRC), the petitioner shall record in
the public record a unity of control/title for the entire
subject property.

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0.  COMPLIANCE
1. Failure to comply with any of the conditions of approval
for the subject property at any time may result iIn:

a. The issuance of a stop work order; the issuanc: of
a cease and desist order; the denial or revoca:ion
of a building permit; the denial or revocation of a
Certificate of Occupancy; the denial of any o:her
permit, license or approval to any dsveloper,
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the
revocation of any other permit, license or approval
from any developer, owner, lessee, or user of the
subject property; and/or

b. The revocation of the Official MaP Amandment,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development order
Amendment, and/or any other zoning approval; ané/or

c. A requirement of the development to conform with
the standards of the ULDC at the time of the
finding of non-compliance, or the addition or
modification of conditions reasonably related to
the failure to comply with existing conditicns;

and/or
d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or
e. Imposition of entitlement density or intensity.

Appeals of any departmental administrative actions
hereunder may be taken to the Palm Beach County Board of
Adjustment or as otherwise provided in the Unified Lsnd
Development Code (ULDC), as amended. Appeals of my
revocation of an Official Zoning Map Amendmeat,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development oOrier
Amendment or other actions based on a Board of counaty
Commission decision shall be by petition for writ of
certiorari  to the Fifteenth Judicial Circuit.
