WHEREAS, pursuant to Sect10n 5 8, Status Report CR 77-133E/F7 
was presented to thc Board of County CommIssIoners of Palm Beach 
County at a publlc hearIng conducted on September 26, 1996; and

2 The Flor Ida Departmcnt of Transportation paid $390, 000 00 
plus interest to Cross county Partners on December 12, 
1994 This paymcnt was the result of an Order of Taking, 
and was 1n part to compe nsate for the loss of perimeter 
landscaplng, 

3 The proposed new constructIon w1ll have no impact on the 
required phase 1 perImeter landscap1ng, and 

4 The Palm Beach County ZonIng DIvlSlon and Engineering and 
Publl.c Wory.s Department recommend th1s amendment to 
cond1t1ons of approval
