WHEREAS, Zoning Petition DOA90-01(A) was presented to the
Board of County Commissioners at a public hearing conducted on
October 24, 1996; " ,and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the
evidence and testimony presented by the petitioner and other
interested parties, and the recommendations of the various county
review agencies; and

WHEREAS, this approval is subject to Article 5, Section 5.8
(Compliance with Time Limitations), of the Palm Beach County
Unified Land Development Code and other provisions requiring that
development commence iIn a timely manner; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following
findings of fact:

1.  This Development Order Amendment is consistent with the
Palm Beach County Comprehensive Plan.

2. This Development Order Amendment complies with the
relevant and appropriate portions® of Article 6,
Supplementary Use Standards; of the Palm Beach "County
Unified Land Development Code.

3. This Development Order Amendment is consistent with the
requirements of the Palm Beach County Unified Land
Development Code.

4. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, 1s compatible as -defined in the Palm .Beach
County Unified Land "Development Code and generally
consistent with the uses and character of the land
surrounding and in the vicinity of the land proposed for
development.

5. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, complies with the standards imposed on it by
applicable provisions of the Palm Beach County Unified
Land Development Code for use, layout, function, and
general development characteristics.

6- This Development Order Amendment meets applicable local
land development regulations.

7. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as
adopted, minimizes adverse. effects, including visual
impact and intensity of the proposed use on adjacent
lands.
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8. This Development Order Amendment has a concurrency
determination and complies with Article 11 (Adequate
Public Facility Standards) of the Palm Beach County

A. ALL PETITIONS

1. Condition 1 of Resolution R-94-362, Petition SR 90-01,
which currently states:

All previous conditions of approval continue to apply
unless rodified herein.

Is hereby deleted. [REASON: superceded by new condition]

2. All previous conditions of approval applicable to the
subject property, as contained In Resolution R-94-362,
(Petition SR 90-1) and Resolution R-90-1293 (Petition 90-
01), have been consolidated as contained herein. The
petitioner shall comply with all previous conditions of
approval and deadlines previously established by Ssect.ion
5.8 of the ULDC and the Board of County Commissioners,
unlless expressly modified. (ONGOING: MONITORING~-Zoning)

3. Development of the site is limited to the uses and site
design as approved the Board of County Commissioners.
The approved site plan is dated September 24, 1996. All
modifications must be approved by the Board of County
Commissioners unless the proposed changes are required to
meet conditions of approval or are in accordance with the
ULDC. (ONGOING: ZONING)

B. BUILDING AND SITE DESIGN

1. The two building8 on the certified site plan which have
not yet been built are hereby deleted, urd the area is to
be planted with grass. (Previously Condition 2 of
Resolution R-94-362, Petition SR 90-01) (ZONING)

2. Total gross floor area shall be limited to 14,580 square
feet. (DRC: ZONING)

3. The church/place of worship shall be limited to a maximum
of 276 seats. (BLDG PERMIT: BLDG = Zoning)

C. CONCURRENCY

1. Prior to final site plan certification, the applicant
shall submit a concurrency revision form for the decrease
in square footage and number of seats to match the site
plan dated September 24, 1996. (DRC: CONCURRENCY)

D.  HEALTH

1. The application and engineering plans, calculations, atc.
to construct well and/or septic tank rust be subaitted to
the Health Department prior to site plan approval or
prior to issuance of Building Permit fTor straight
resoning. (Previously Condition 2 of Resolution R-90-
1293, Petition 90-01) (DRC: HEALTH)
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2.  Application and engineeringcflaps to upgrade the existing
onsite sewage treatment and disposal system (OSTDS) in
accordance with Chapter 100-s FAC and Palm Beach County
ECR-1 must be submitted to the_Palm Beach County Public
Health Unit prior to final site plan approval. (DRC:
HEALTH)

3. Location of well and OSTDS shall be shown on final site
plan. (DRC: HEALTH)

E.  ENGINEERING

1 Condition 3 of Resolution R-90-1293, Pestition 9%0-01,
which currently states:

The Developer shall provide discharge control a d
treatment for the stormwater runoff In accordance with
all applicable agency requirements In effect at the time
Of the permit application. However, at a minimum, this
development shall retain on site the stormwater runoff
generated by a three (3) year-one (1) hour storm with a
total rainftfall of 3 i1nches as required by the Permit
Section, Land Development Division. [In the event that
the subject site abuts a Department of Transportation
maintained roadway, concurrent approval from the Florida
Department Of Transportation will also be required. The
drainage system shall be maintained in an acceptable
condition as approved by the County Engineer. In the
event that the A4arainage system 1is not adequately
maintained as determined by the County Engineer, this
matter will be referred to the Code Enforcement Board for
enforcement.

Is hereby deleted. (REASON: code requirement]

2. Prior to July 1, 1990, or prior to issuance of the first
Building Permit, whichever shall first occur, the
property owner shall convey to Palm Beach County Land
Development Division by road right-of-way warranty deed
for Southern Boulevard, 220 feet north of the existing
south right-of-way line of Southern Boulevard free of all
encumbrances and encroachments. Property owner shall
provide Palm Beach County with sufficient documentation
acceptable to the Right of way Acquisition sectioem tO
ensure that the property is free of all encumbrances and
encroachments. Right-of-way aonveyances shall also
include "Safe Bight Corners®™ where applicable at
intersections as determined by the County Engineer.
(Previously Condition 4 of Resolution R-90-1293, Petition
90-01) (DATE/BLDG PERMIT: ENG)

3. No access to the site shall be permitted from Rembrandt
Road. ~ (Previously Condition 5 of Resolution R-90-1293,
Petition 90-01) (DRC: ENG/ZONING)

4. The property owner shall pay a rair Share Pee in the
amount and manner required by the “Fair Bhare
Contribution for Road 1Improvements Ordinance® as It
presently exists or as i1t may from time to time be
upended. The Pair Share Pee for this project presentl

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5. LANDSCAPE WITHIN MEDIAN

a. Prior to 1issuance of a building permit, the
property owner shall apply to the Palm Beach County
Engineering and Public Works Department for a
permit to landscape all adjacent median(s) of all
abutting rights-of-way. When permitted by Palm
Beach County Department of Engineering and Public
Works, landscaping shall, at a minimum, consist of
the *Low Cost Planting Concept' outlined in the
Palm Beach County Engineering and Public Works
Department March 1994 Streetscape Standards and
shall be consistent with the [landscaping theme
adopted for this roadway. All landscape material,
installation, and maintenance requirements shall be
subject to the standards set forth by the
Streetscape Standards. If all xeriscape material is
utilized, the watering of the plant material during
the initial heal-in period shall be the
responsibility of the property owner. Alternative
species other than those listed iIn the County
standards may be allowed subject to approval by the
County Engineer. (BLDG PERMIT: MONITORING - Enq)

b. All required median Iandscaﬁin?, including an
irrigation system if required shall be installed at
the property owners expense. All landscape
material shall also be the perpetual maintenance
obligation of the petitioner and i1ts successcrs,
heirs or assignees or duly established Property
Oowner's Association and/or Homeowners's
Association. Perpetual maintenance includes, but. is
not limited to, pruning, fertilizing, irrigation,
and alternate watering of Xeriscape material during
periods of drought In order to maintain healthy
plant material. All landscape material shall be
installed on or before the 1issuance of a
Certificate of Occupancy. (CO: MONITORING = Encg)

C. Declaration of Covenants and Restriction Documents
shall be established or amended as required, prior
to 1issuance of a certificate of occupancy to
reflect this obligation. (CO: MONITORING = Enc’)

F.  LANDSCAPING - STANDARD

1.  All trees required to be planted on site by this approval
shall meet the following minimum standards at
installation:

a. Tree height: fourteen (14) feet.

b. Trunk diameter: 3.5 1nches measured 4.5 feet
above grade.

C. Canopy diameter: seven (7) feet. Diameter shall

be determined by the average canopy radius at 3
oints measured from the trunk to the outermost
ranch tip. Each radius shall measure at least 3.5
feet iIn length.
d. Credit may be given for existing or relocated trees
provided they meet current ULDC requirements. (CO:
LANDSCAPE = Zoning)

2. All palms required to be planted on site by this approval
shall meet the following minimum standards at time of
installation:

a. Palm heights: twelve (12) feet clear trunk;
b. Clustering: staggered heights twelve /12)

to eighteen (18) feet; and

c.  Pruning: minimum six _(6) fronds, no
clipped or spiked cuts.

d. Credit may be given for existing or relocated p:lms
provided they meet current ULDC requirements. (CO:
LANDSCAPE = Zoning)

LANDSCAPING - INTERIOR

1.

Prior to final DRC approval of the site plan, all
landscape islands shall be revised to iIndicate a minimum
of one (1) canopy tree. (DRC: ZONING)

LIGHTING

All outdoor lighting used to illuminate the sub:ect
property and 1i1dentification signs shall be of low
intensity, shielded and directed down and away {rom
adjacent properties and streets. (CO/ONGOING: BLDG/('ODE
ENF - Zoningg

MASS TRANSIT

1.

A. Prior to final certification of the master plar or
site plan by the Development Review Committee, whichever
occurs first, the petitioner shall amend the plan to
indicate mass transit access, mass transit shelter(s)
and/or a bus stop(s) on or adjacent to the sub:ect
property, if required by the Palm Beach County Scliocol
Board or Palm Tran. (DRC: ZONING)

B. Mass transit access, shelters and/or bus stops, if
required, shall be located and constructed by the
petitioner within three (3) years, October 24, 1999, In
a manner acceptable to the Palm Beach County  Schliocol
Board, Palm Tran, and County Engineer. The petiticner
shall dedicate additional right-of-way to accommodate the
requirement for mass transit access and/or bus shelters,
IT requested by the County Engineer. Mass transit access
shall include, at a minimum, a covered shelier,
continuous paved pedestrian and bicycle access from the
subject property or use to the shelter, and a bicjycle
rack. (DATE: MONITORING = Eng)

Freestanding signs fronting on Southern Boulevard shall
be limited as follows:

a. Maximum sign height, measured from finished girade
to highest point = eight (8) feet;

b. Maximum sign face area per side = 60 square fect;

C. Maximum number of signs - one (1); and

d. Style = monument style only. (CO: BLDG)

SITE PLAN

Condition 1 of Resolution R-90-1293, Petition 90--01,
which currently states:

Prior to 8ite Plan Review Committee approval, the
petitioner shall revise the site plan to reflect:

A. Maximua lot coverage of 10% (21,717 square feel;)
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B. A minimum of § (12'X20') drop-off stalls shall be
provided adjacent to the Day Care Center. Tlese
stalls shall be connected tO the main entrance of
the Day Care facility With a 4 foot paved walk-vay.

L. COMPLIANCE

Certificate of occupancy on any building or structure; or
the denial or revocation of any permit or approval for
any developer-owner, commercial-owner, lessse, O user Of
the subject property. Appeals from such action may be
taken to the Palm Beach County Board of Adjustment or as
otherwise provided in the Palm Beach County 2zZoning Cade.

Is hereby amended to state:

Failure to comply with any of the conditions of approval
for the subject property at any time may result in:

a. The issuance of a stop work order; the issuance of
a cease and desist order; the denial or revocation
of a building permit; the denial or revocation of a
Certificate of Occupancy; the denial of any other
permit, license or approval to any developer,
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the
revocation of any other permit, license or approval
from any developer, owner, lessee, or user of the
subject property; and/or

b. The revocation of the Official Map Amendment,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development orider
Amendment, and/or any other zoning approval; and/or

C. A requirement of the development to conform with
the standards of the ULDC at the time of the
finding of non-compliance, or the addition or
modification of conditions reasonably related to
the failure to comply with existing conditions;

and/or
d. Referral to code enforcement; and/or
e. Imposition of entitlement density or intensity.

Appeals of any departmental administrative actiosns
hereunder may be taken to the Palm Beach County Board of
Adjustment or as otherwise provided in the Unified Land
Development Code (ULDC), as amended. Appeals of any
revocation of an Official Zoning Map Amendment,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development oOrier
Amendment or other actions based on a Board of Couity
Commission decision shall be by petition for writ of
certiorari to the Fifteenth Judicial Circuit.
(MONITORING)
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
