Statutes, is aulhorized and empowered to consider applications relating to zoning;

WHEREAS, the notice and public hearing requirements pursuant to Article 2 (Application
Procosses and Procedures) of the Palm Beach County Unified Land D€velopment Code,
Ordinance 2003-067 as am€nded (ULDC), have been satisfied;

WHEREAS, zoning Application SV/CA-2o24-00590 was presented to the Board of County
Commissioners at a public hearlng conduc{ed on September 17 ,2024:

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered the evidence and
testimony presenled by the Applicant and other interested parties, the recommendations of the
various County Review Agencies, and the recommendation of the Zoning Commission;

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners pursuant to Article 2 (Application
Processes and Procedures) of the ULDC is authorizod and empowered to consid€r, approve,
approve with conditions or deny the request;

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners hereby incorporates by reference the
Findings in the staff report addressing the Standards contained in Article 2.8 (Public Hearing
Processes) for a Class A Conditional Use;

WHEREAS, this approval is subject to Article 2.E (Monitoring), of the ULDC and other
provisions requiring that development commence in a timely manner;

WHEREAS, the issuance of this Development Permit does not in any way create any
rights on the part of the Applicant and/or Property Owner to obtain a permit from a state or federal
agency and does not create any liability on the part of the County for issuance of the permit if the
Applicant fails to obtain requisite approvals or futfill the obligations imposed by a state or federal
agency or undertakes ac{ions that result in a violation of state or federal law;

WHEREAS, the Palm Beach County Survey Section may administratively conect any
scrivene/s errors that will not significantly impact the overall boundary of the adopted legal
description; and,

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

Class A Conditional Use

ALL PETITIONS
1. The approved Preliminary Site Plan is dated June 13,2O24. Modifications to the Development
order inconsistent with the Conditions of Approval, or changes to the uses or site design beyond
the authority of the Development Review fficer as established in the Unified Land Development
Code, must be approved by the Board of County Commissioners. (ONGOING: ZONING - Zoning)

ENGINEERING
1 . No Building Permits for the site may be issued after December 31, 2026, or as amended. A
time extension for this condition may be approved by the Coun$ Engineer based upon an
approved Traffic Study which complies with Mandatory Traffic Porformance Standards in place at
the time of the request. This extension r€quest shall be made pursuant to the requirements of
Art.2.E of the Unified Land Development Code. (DATE: MONITORING - Engineering)

2. Prior to the approval of the Final Site Plan by the Development Review Officer, the Property
O^rner shall revise the Right-iniRighlout driveway on Military Trail to be shown as Right-out only,
as per the driveway approval by the FDOT, as well as submission of a revised traffic impact study
report reflecting the above changes to the driveway. (DRO: MONITORING - Engineering)

3. Prior to the issuance of the first building permit, the Property Owner shall provide to Florida
Department of Transportation (FDOT) by deed, a 2$foot comer clip (chord of a 25 foot radius) at
the intersections of Orleans Court and Military Trail and Golf Road and Military Trail. Propefi
Owner shall provide FDOT with sufficient documentation, including, at a minimum, sketch and
legal description of the area to be conveyed, copy of the site plan, a Phase I Environmental Sile
Assessment, status of prop€rty taxes, statement from Tax Collector of delinquent and pro-rata

daily taxes, full owner name(s) of area to be conveyed and one of the following: title report,
attorney's opinion of title, title commitment or title insurance policy, or as otherwise required and
acceptable to FDOT. The Property Owner must wanant that the prop€rty being conveyed 1o

FDOT meets all appropriate and applicable environmental agency requirements. ln the event of
a determination of contamination which requires remediation or clean up on lhe property now
owned by the Property Orvnor, the Prop€rty Owner agrees to hold the County and FDOT harmless
and shall be responsible for all costs of such clean up, including but not limited to, all appliceble
permit fees, engineering or other expert witness fe€s including attomey's fees as well as the actual
cost of the clean up. County Engineer, additional right of way for Expanded lntersections and
comer clips. The Property Owner shall coordinate conveyance of right of way directly with FDOT
and shall provide evidence to Palm Beach County Land Development Division once conveyance
has been completed. (BLDGPMT: MONITORING - Engineering)

4. Prior to the issuance of the first building permil or within ninety (90) days of a request by the
County Engineer, whichever shall occur first, the Property Owner shall provide to Palm Beach
County Right of Way Section of the Roadway Produc{ion Division by warranty deed additional
right-of-way for a 25-foot corner clip (chord of a 25 foot radius) at the intersections of Orleans
Court and Lexington Avenue and Golf Street and Lexington Avenue. This additional right of way
shall be free of all encumbrances and encroachments, as determined by the County Engineer.
Property Owner shall provide Palm Beach County with sufiicient documentation acceptable to the
Right of Way Section to ensure that the property ls free of all encumbrances and encroachments,
including a topographic survey. The Property Owner must further warrant that the property being
conveyed to Palm Beach County meets all appropriate and applicable environmental agency
requirements. ln the event of a determination of contamination which requires remediation or
clean up on the property now ownsd by the Propsrty Owner, the Property Owner agrees to hold
the County harmless and shall be responsible for all costs of such clean up, including but not
limited to, all applicable permit fees, engineering or oth€r expert witness fees including attorney's
fees as well as the aclual cost of the clean up. The Property Owner shall not record the required
right of way or related documents. After final acceptance of the location, legal sketches and
dedication documents, Palm Beach County shall record all appropriate deeds and documents
(BLDGPMT: MONITORING - Engineering)

5. Property Owner shall construct a minimum 5 foot wide concrete sidewalk along the south side
of Orleans Court from Lexington Avenue to Military Trail. The existing landscaping shall remain.
Any and all costs associated with the construction shall be paid by the Property Owner. Th€se
costs shall include, but are not limited to, utility relocations and acquisition of any additional
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required right-of-way. The Eidewalk shall be completed prior to the issuance of the first certiftcate
of occupancy. (CO: MONITORING - Engineering)

6. The Property Owner shall construct one speed hump and associated striping and signage on
Orleans Court between Lexington Avenue and Military Trail, as approved by the County Engineer.
Any and all costs associated with the construction shall be paid by the Property Owner.
a. Permits required from Palm Beach County for this construc-tion shall be obtained prior to the
issuanc€ of the first building permit. (BLDGPMT: MONITORING - Engineering)
b. Construction shall be completed prior to issuance of the first Certificate of Occupancy.
(BLDGPMT/CO: MONITORING - Engineering)
c. The Property Owner shall maintain the speed hump, associated striping and signage in
perpetuity. Should the County remove the speed hump and/or striping as part of a County projec{,
the Property Owner shall replace the speed hump and striping with no expense to the County.
(ONGOING: ENGINEERING - Engineering)

LANDSCAPE . PERIMETER-LANDSCAPING ALONG THE WEST PROPERW LINE
ABUTTING LEXINGTON AVE
1. ln addition to the requiremenls for a R-O.W buffer along Lexington Ave lhe buffer shall be
upgraded to include one canopy tr€e for each for each 20 linear feet of the property line.
(BLDGPMT/DRO: ZONING - Zoning)

LANDSCAPE . PERIUETER
1. The landscape plan shall incorporde the preservation of existing trees unless necessary to be
removed for access to the site. (BLDGPMT/DRO: ZONING - Zoning)

COMPLIANCE
1. ln Granting this Approval, the Board of County Commissioners relied upon the oral and written
representations of the Property Owner/Applicant both on the record and as part of the appllcation
process. Deviations from or violation of these representations shall cause the Approval to be
presented to the Board of County Commissioners for review under the Compliance Condition of
this Approval. (ONGOING: MONITORING - Zoning)

2. Failure to comply with any of the Conditions of Approval for the subject propefi at any time
may result in:
a. The lssuance of a Stop Work Order: the lssuance of a Cease and Desist Order; the Denial
or Revocation of a Building Permit; the Denial or Revocation of a Certificate of Occupancy; the
Denial of any other P€rmit, License or Approval to any developer, owner, lesse€, or user of the
subject property; the Revocation of any oth6r permit, license or approval from any developer,
owner, lessee, or user of the subject property; the Revocation of any concunency; and/or
b. The Revocation of the Official Map Amendment, Conditional Use, Requested Use,
Development Order Amendment, and/or any other zoning approval; and/or
c. A requirement of the development to conform with th€ standards of the Unified Land
Development Code at the time of the finding of non-compliance, or the addition or modification of
conditions reasonably related to the failure to comply with existing Conditions of Approval; and/or
d. Referral to Code Enforcement; and/or
e. lmposttion of entitlement density or intensity.

Staff may be directed by the Executive Director of PZ&B or the Code Enforcement Special Masler
to schedule a Status Reporl before the body which approved the fficial Zoning Map Amendment,
Conditional Use, Requested Use, Development order Am€ndment, and/or other zoning approval,
in accordance with the provisions of Soction 2.E ofthe ULDC, in response to any flagrant violation
and/or continued violation of any condition of Approval. (ONGOING: MONITORING - Zoning)

DISCLOSURE
1. All applicable state or federal permts shall be obtained before commencement of the
development authorized by this Development Permit.
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SIGNS
1. The Site shall have no more than two (2) Ground Mounted Signs on site. (BLDGPMT/DRO:
ZONING - Zoning)
