Members of boards shall be automatically removed for lack of attendance. Lack of _

~attendance is defined as a failure to attend three (3) consecutive meetings or a failure to attend at

least two-thirds of the meetings scheduled during a calendar year. Participation for less than three-

| ffourths of a meeting shall be the same as a failure to attend a meeting. Fxcused-absencesdueto
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nestregutarty-schedutedmeeting-of the-board: Members removed pursuant to this paragraph shall

- not continue to serve on the board and such removal shall create a vacancy.
