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FLORIDA MANGO ROAD OVER LWDD L-5 CANAL
BRIDGE REPLACEMENT
PALM BEACH COUNTY PROJECT NO. 2015523

Palm Beach County is working on the design of a box culvert to replace the existing bridge on Florida
Mango Road over the Lake Worth Drainage District (LWDD) L-5 Canal. The road will be widened to
provide 4' paved shoulders from Kentucky Street south of the bridge to approximately 100 feet north of
the bridge.

The existing bridge is the only access to the residents located in the area north of the LWDD L-5 Canal,
east of Farmdale Road and southwest of the West Palm Beach Canal (neighborhood). Since this bridge
is the only route for the neighborhood for access, an alternate route, via a temporary connection, will be
provided at the north cul de sac of Homewood Road. Once the new culvert is constructed, the temporary
access will be closed and the cul de sac and adjacent area will be restored to its original condition.

Construction is currently anticipated to start in Fall 2023 and will last approximately 6 months.
