MDC - We have reviewed the HVAC Study from Gartek Engineering for the East Tower outlining the 

deficiencies of the system and recommendations to upgrade the system. We are currently studying a 

couple of the recommendations  as well as looking at other options that may be more cost effective to 

correct the HVAC System.  Currently, Hedrick Brothers are working on the 10th & 11th floors of the 

South Tower installing cable, wiring, and soffi steel for the low voltage systems. Additionally, they are 

working on the first floor running cable and wire above ceiling in locations that are still in operation for 

low voltage systems. We are working through some issue with PBSO IT to resolve fiber locations and 

switch sizes for CCTV.
