4 AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF PALM BEACH 
5 COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE UNIF!ED lAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, ORDINANCE 
6 2003-067. AS AMENDED, AS FOLLOWS: ESTABLISHING REGULATIONS RELATED TO 
7 MEDICAL MARIJUANA DISPENSING FACILITIES AND SUNSETTING THE MEDICAL 
8 MARIJUANA MORATORIUM, AMENDING ARTICLE 1, GENERAL PROVISIONS; CHAPTER 
9 I, DEFINITIONS AND ACRONYMS: ARTICLE 2, DEVELOPMENT REVIEW PROCEOURES: 

10 CHAPTER B, PUBLIC HEARING PROCESS; ARTICLE 4, USE REGULATIONS: CHAPTER B, 
11 USE CLASSIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR INTERPRETATION OF CAPTIONS: REPEAL OF 
12 LAWS IN CONFLICT: SEVERABILITY: A SAVINGS CLAUSE: INCLUSION IN THE UNIFIED 
13 LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; AND, AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

16 WHEREAS, in 2014, the Florida Legislalure enacted a separate but significantly more 

17 narrow medical marijuana law, the "Compassionate Medical Cannabis Act of 2014: codified in 

18 section 381.986, Florida Statutes, which authorizes a lim~ed number of nurseries to cu~ivate, 

19 process, and dispense Iow,THC cannabfs to qualified palienlS and operale as "dispensing 

20 organ~tions:" and 

21 WHEREAS, on November 8, 2016, FkNida voters approved an amendment to the 

22 Flonda Constrtution entitled "Use of Marijuana for Debil rtatng Medical Condrtions" ("Amendment 

23 2"); and 

24 WHEREAS, Amendmenl 2 legalizes the medically certified use of marijuana Ihroughout 

25 the State of Florida and authorizes the cu~ivation , processing, dislribution, and sale of 

26 marijuana, and related activrt~s. by licensed ' Medical Marijuana Treatment Centers;" and 

27 WHEREAS, on June 23, 2017, Ihe Florida Legislature amended numerous provisions of 

28 Sadion 381 ,986, Florida Statutes to expand compassionate use of medical marijuana including 

29 how local govemments regulate Medical Marijuana Treatment Center (MMTC) dispensing 

30 facilrties: and provided add~ional regulation of the Department of Health with regard to medical 

31 cannabis; and 

32 WHEREAS, Florida Statute, Chapter 2017"232, allows local governments to ban or 

33 establish limited regulations for permitting and siting MMTC dispensing facil ities: and 

34 WHEREAS, the Board of County CommiSSioners has determined rt is nol appropriate to 

35 ban MMTC dispensing faci lrties: and 

36 WHEREAS, Chapter 2017-232 does not permit klcal governments to place more 

37 restrictive regulations on MMTC dispensing facil ities than rts ordinances for permitting or for 

38 determining the locations lor pharmacies licensed under Chapter 465, Florida Statutes: and 

39 WHEREAS, Chapter 64-4 "Compassionate Use" of the Florida Administrative Code has 

40 been enacted to regulate the Department 01 Health with regard to the requ irements for 

41 dispensing organiza~ons , including procedures lor application, review, approval , inspection, and 

42 authorization of dispensing organizations, and the Department of Health has commenced ~s 

43 appHcaVon and review process; and 
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1 WHEREAS. due to the his!O(ieal prohibition Of marijuana. Palm Beach County does not 

2 currently have any land de~elopment regu la~ons governing the use of rea l prope<ty for the 

3 purposes of cu~ivaVng . processing. distributing. or sell ing marijuana. Of related activ~ies. and 

4 such uses are not permissible within the unincorporate<:! area; and 

5 WHEREAS. Chapter 2017-232 provides that MMTC dispensing facil ities may not be 

6 located within 500 feet of a public or private elementary. middle or secondary school unless the 

7 city Of county appro~es the location through a formal proceeding open to the public at which the 

8 city or county makes a finding that the location promotes the public health. safety and general 

9 welfare of the community; and 

10 WHEREAS. the Land Development Rll9ulation Commission has fOUnd these 

11 amendmenls to the ULDC to be consistent with the Palm Beach County Comprehensive Plan; 

12 and 

13 WHEREAS. the BCC hereby elects to conduct ~s public hearings on this Ordinance at 

14 9:30 a.m.; and 

15 WHEREAS, the BCC has conducted public hearings to consider these amendments to 

16 the ULDC in a manner consistent with the requirements set forth in Section 125.66. Florida 

17 Statutes.

19 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF 

20 PALM BEACH COUNTY, FLORIOA. as follows: 

21 Section 1. Adoption 

22 The amendments set fOflh in Exhib~s liste<:! below. attached hereto and made a part 

23 hereof. are hereby adopted.

25 Section 2. Interpretation of Captions 

26 All headings of articles. sections, paragraphs. and sub-paragraphs used in this 

27 Ordinance are intended rorthe con~enier>ee of usage only and have no effect on interpretation.

29 Section 3. Repeal of Laws in Conflict 

30 All local taws and ord inances in confl ict with any provisions of this Ordinance are hereby 

31 lepea~ to the extent of such conftic\,

33 Section 4. ~verability 

34 If any section, paragraph. sentence. clause. phrase, word, map, diagram, or any other 

35 dem contained in this Ordinance is for any reason held by the Court to be unconstdutional, 

36 inopefati~e, void, or othelWise invalid, such holding shall not affect the remainder of \Ilis 

37 Ordinance. 
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1 Section 5. Savings Clause 

2 All developmenl orders. pemlils, enforcemenl orders, ongoing enforcement actions. and 

3 all other actions of the Board of County COmmissioners. the Zoning Commission. the 

4 Developmenl Review OffIcer. Enforcement Boards, all othef County decision-making and 

5 adVisory boards, Special Masters. Hearing Officers. and all other County officia ls. issued 

6 pursuanl 10 lhe regulatIons and procedures eSlablished priof to lhe effectille dale of this 

7 Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

9 Se<::tIon 6. Inclusion in the Unified land Development Code 

10 The provisions of th is Ordinance shall be codified in the Unifted Land Development Code 

11 and may be reorganized. renumbered or re-lettered 10 effeduate lhe codiflCalIon of this 

12 Ordinance 

14 Section 7. Providing for an Effective Date 

15 The pmvisions of this Ordinance shall become effectille upon filing with the Department 

16 of Stale.
